First of all, advisors may (and are encouraged to) select, two graduating students to compete in the event.  The students selected must maintain a minimum of a cumulative 2.75 G.P.A.  The students should also excel in leadership activities in their chapter, as well as be socially intelligent in their activity at conferences.  Students should also display civic consciousness in their community.

Points to remember:

· The Letter of Intent form must be postmarked by January 30, 2009.

· The Time Preference sheet must be postmarked by February 20, 2009.  
· Please note:  Portfolios do not have to be mailed this year, but they MUST be delivered to the Alumni Suite no later than 5pm on Wednesday March 4, 2009.                           *** This may require you to get to the conference the night before it begins, or for you to send it with a trusted chapter member or an advisor that will be getting to the Hotel before 5pm on Wednesday March 4, 2009. 
· Creativity is very important in both the Portfolio and Presentation.

· Participants should review all the enclosed scoring sheets to make sure all points are covered.

WMMAA STUDENT OF THE YEAR GUIDELINES
SPONSORED BY: 
The Wisconsin Marketing and Management Association Alumni 
PURPOSE: 
To encourage the highest degree of individual student achievement in all 
facets of WMMA related activities. To promote leadership development 
vocational understanding, civic consciousness, and social understanding. 
To provide an opportunity for students to compose a written portfolio 
about themselves, show their creativity with an oral presentation and to 
simulate the interview process in a competitive spirit. 
GUIDELINES 

1. Each chapter will be able to enter two graduating students for competition. Participants may be either male or female. 
2. The Student of the Year competition is open to all graduating students affiliated with WMMA. 
3. Current State officers are not eligible to compete. 
4. Student of the Year Candidates must maintain a cumulative 2.75 GPA. 
5. There will be 4 phases to the competition: 
   a. Intent form due no later than January 30, 2009. 
   b. A written portfolio. (see instructions) 
   c. A personal interview with the Evaluating Committee conducted at the 2009 WMMA State Career Development Conference. 
   d. A 5 minute presentation utilizing the current WMMA tagline. 

6. Candidates will be rated on the basis of objective standards, which carry assigned point values agreed upon by the Evaluation Committee. 
7. Point values assigned to the 3 phases of competition are as follows: 
50 Points for Written Portfolio 
50 Points for Oral Presentation 
100 Points for interview 
8. The Evaluating Committee will be made up of Current WMMA Alumni members. 
9. The current WMMAA President Elect will not serve on the Evaluating Committee. This person will however coordinate and run the event. 
10. To determine a candidate’s final score, the Evaluating Committee will average the scores of all the judges for all phases of competition and add the scores together for a final score. 
11. In the event of a tie, the Evaluating Committee may elect to hold a second interview.

WMMAA STUDENT OF THE YEAR 
Written Portfolio Instructions 
APPEARANCE 
All written material must be submitted in an official DECA/DEX 3-ring portfolio. The portfolio should be done in a professional manner, typed and spaced per instructions. 

CONTENT 
Your written portfolio will include the following information in this order: 

Page 1: Letter of Introduction—Business letter format telling about yourself and why you should be chosen student of the year. 
Page 2: Time Preference Sheet (Located in the information packet). 
Page 3: Letter of Recommendation—Letter should be written by someone other than an advisor or chapter member (chapter officers are considered chapter members). A school administrator or an instructor may write the letter. 
Page 4: 1 Page Essay—WMMA related activities over the past year. 
Page 5: 1 Page Essay—Community and job related activities over the past year. 
Note: Both essays are limited to 1-page, must be typed, double-spaced with one inch margins. Use no smaller than 11 font. 
Page 6: Official School Transcript with the cumulative GPA clearly stated. GPA must be a minimum of 2.75 cumulative. If the transcript does not come with the GPA stated, please send a letter from registrar on school letterhead stating GPA. 
A transcript which says “Issued to Student” is not considered official. 
It is recommended that candidates submit their request for transcripts 
early so they can be received by mid January. Remember to allocate 
space in your portfolio if your transcript is mailed to the Alumni by your 
school.   
Scoring:
Your portfolio will be evaluated prior to State Conference by a panel of Alumni members for a possible 50 points. Your interview and presentation 
will take place on the Thursday (March 5, 2009) of State Conference for a possible combined points of 150. (Interview 100 points, presentation 50 points) The individual with the highest total combined will be chosen Student of the Year. 
Deadlines: 
· Your intent form must be postmarked no later than Friday January 30, 2009. 
· Your entry form/time preference sheet must be postmarked no later than Friday February 20, 2009. 
· Items postmarked after the due dates will receive a written evaluation score of zero. 

· Portfolio Must be delivered to the Alumni Suite by 5pm on Wednessday March 4, 2009.  Portfolio can be mailed in early if you choose.  
There will be absolutely no exceptions.
